Text: On Core Mathematics – Geometry by Houghton Mifflin Harcourt.  
Course Description: This class has several goals.  It will introduce you to the language of Geometry.  It will use your algebra skills and help to prepare you for further mathematics and advanced science class.  It will help you learn about many different use of geometry in the real world.  In addition, it is the goal of this course to help you develop critical and logical thinking skills as well as help you continue to develop study of mathematics.  
Topics that will be covered include: 

· Two and three dimensional shapes

· Building blocks of geometry (lines, angles, symmetry, and vectors)

· Parallel lines

· Congruent shapes

· Proofs

Attendance:  Mandatory, you will be held responsible for any work that you missed on the days you were absent.  Additionally, part of your grade is based on classroom participation and if you are not present in class you are unable to participate. School policy states that if a student misses six days of class in a trimester, then that student fails that particular class.

In addition, each day will begin with a warm-up activity that will last three to five minutes.  I shut the door when class begins.  If a student is tardy, then they will miss out on the points for the warm-up activity.  
Classroom Expectations: It is expected that every day you enter the class with a readiness to learn.  Books, paper, and pencil are expected to be with you every day.  Homework is to be completed prior to class starting and any questions that you may have from previous homework will be addressed at the beginning of class.  Calculators will be assigned to you for class use only, it is your responsibility to keep track of your calculator so that you are not fined.  It is also your responsibility to have one for homework use.
All students are expected to keep notes, homework, quizzes, and tests in a three ring binder.  Organization is one of the keys to success in any math class.

Classroom Rules: Be respectful to yourself, your classmates, and your instructor.  Be prepared for class.  Be engaged!  No food or drink permitted, except for water.
Grading System: All homework, quizzes, and tests are on a point system.  Total number of points earned divided by total number of points possible will be used to figure your percentage grade.

Notebooks:  All students are expected to keep notes, homework, quizzes, and tests.  Organization is one of the keys to success in any math class.  Extra credit of up to 20 points will be awarded for organizing class work in a 3-ring binder.  (2 binder checks, each worth 10 points)
· The binder must be divided into 3 sections:  Warm ups/Notes, Homework, and Tests/Quizzes.

· ALL of the handouts must be in the appropriate section and in the proper order.  Points will be deducted for missing or out of order material.

· The amount of points awarded on throughout the semester will be based on the organization, order, and completeness.

· Using a 3-ring binder for multiple classes is acceptable.

· Messy edges (spiral paper) will result in point loss.
Passes:  If you must use the bathroom, get a drink, or go to your locker, you must use a hallway pass.  You are issued 8 passes for the entire semester.  Fill out your name, time, and destination and bring the pass to the teacher.  I will then initial the pass and you may use the restroom.  DO NOT LOSE THIS PASS.  It will not be replaced.  Extra credit points will be applied to your final semester grade for each pass not used.
